THEATRE PERFORMANCE
Fundamentals of Drama I-IV/Advanced Drama I-IV:    Students create, perform, respond, and connect to theatre through writing, performance, theatre history, and technical elements of theatre.  Advanced students engage in all aspects of theatre arts through play production projects.  All students are required to attend and/or participate in two theatre productions per semester.
Technical Theatre 1-IV: This introductory course explores the definition, design, and use of technical elements associated with theatre sets, props, costumes, makeup, lights, and sound
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GRADING
· Summative Assessments
· Performances, projects, tests, engagement, employability – 60%
· Final Exam – 10%
· Formative Assessments:  Quizzes, rehearsals, classwork, written and oral critique; production benchmarks – 30%
· ENGAGEMENT/EMPLOYABILITY is assessed both with formative weekly grades and a summative assessment grade given at the end of each 6 week grading period.  A student’s engagement is assessed through effort, preparation, and theatre routines and etiquette.
· NO LATE WORK or EXTRA CREDIT.  At teacher discretion, a student may be given an additional day to complete the assignment as long as student has made concerted and sustained effort to make progress including work outside of class if required.  No work is accepted after the end of the unit.
CLASSROOM EXPECTATIONS:  

· Students will respect all school policies including dress code, electronics, and attendance.  
· Students will respect each other to create a supportive environment for success.

· Students will respect the space including the theater classroom, performance spaces, tools, equipment and materials.

· Students will follow all theater-specific safety and procedure guidelines.

· Students will engage actively in learning at all times to the best of their ability.

CLASSROOM POLICIES:  
· School policies for tardy and attendance are followed.
· Cell Phones / Electronics may only be used when specifically permitted for a classroom learning activity; no other use is allowed.  At all other times, devices must be out of sight and silent.  
· The first 5 and last 5 minutes of class are considered Dead Time. No student is allowed to leave the classroom at this time. These are school policies. You should use the restroom in between classes or wait until the 5 minute rule has passed or before it has approached but restroom time should be limited in length of time out of the classroom and frequency of how often you will be out of the classroom. Permission should also always be obtained before leaving the classroom. 
· Should a code red be issued and you are out of the classroom please report to the nearest classroom to you. 
· Enjoy your time learning and respect the learning environment of others (
· Always be kind. 

DRESS CODE:  Drama and Technical Theatre are active classes that require a specific dress code distinct from the school’s dress code to allow students to participate appropriately and safely.  Students who cannot participate fully due to inappropriate dress will receive a 0 for engagement for that day and a warning.  There should be areas to store extra shoes, etc. for our purposes. 
Performance:  
· Clothing must allow students to move freely while remaining appropriately covered:  shorts should be worn under skirts or dresses, no flip-flops, slippers, high or spiked heels or platforms shoes.
· Bring a change of clothes if necessary but be ready when class begins.
Technical Theater:  The Technical Theater dress code is directly related to student safety; students must wear clothing that they can work freely in without worrying about damage.  
· Shoes must be closed toe with a solid top and a thick or hard sole.  Athletic shoes are acceptable; work shoes are ideal.  Flip-flops, sandals, or slides are not allowed.
· Clothing must be durable and cover shoulders and legs past the knee.  Thick fabrics like denim are preferred.  Students should not wear flimsy or lightweight fabrics that will snag or tear easily.  Dresses, skirts, leggings/yoga pants, or track shorts are not allowed.  Long pants are preferable.
· No dangling jewelry or hair.  Long hair must be pulled back and secured away from the face.
PROCEDURES AND SAFETY:  Students will be trained in theatre procedures and safety and must abide by all safety guidelines; students must pass the Technical Theatre Safety Test.
· Students must dress appropriately when working in the theater.
· Students must handle all tools, materials, and equipment according to specific rules.
· Students may not handle tools, materials, or equipment they have not been trained and checked off on.
· Students may not work alone or be in the theatre with adult supervision at all times.

Dear Parents,


This semester, your student is enrolled in either Fundamentals of Drama, Advanced Drama, or one of our Technical Theatre courses.  These courses are performance-based explorations of theater arts.  Theatre students not only develop performance skills but also communication, teamwork, creativity, and problem-solving.  

Students in these courses must satisfy two of the following requirements outside of regular class time.  These requirements are in line with other Fine Arts courses where participation in concerts are mandatory. 

· Attend one performance of the mainstage play or musical in order to write a required critique.  The dates for the show this semester will be the third week of March.

· Participate in one performance outside of school hours. Follow the Drama Remind for published information.   
· Attend one after-school rehearsal for Lassiter’s Fall or Spring Performances and assist as needed. 
· Take part in Set Build and/or Set Strikes.
· Students who cannot attend any of the four performances for whatever reason must provide a written note or email from a parent or coach in order to be given an alternate assignment.  Any excuse note must be turned in within three days of the last performance.
